BLUE ROCKS BREAKDOWN

HOME: 30-29 | AWAY: 30-32 | STREAK: L4 | LAST 5: 1-4 | LAST 10: 3-7

BLUE ROCKS’ COMEBACK EFFORT FALLS SHORT: The Wilmington Blue Rocks battled back in a
valiant effort, but ultimately came up short against the Lynchburg Hillcats by a score of 6-4 on Thursday night at
Frawley Stadium. Blake Perkins went 2-for-3 on the night including a solo home run in the sixth inning for his
third homer of the season. The Blue Rocks are now 2.5 games out of first place in the Northern Division.

FIRST TIME IN A LONG TIME: Thursday’s loss marked the first time the Blue Rocks have lost four straight
games since May 29-June 1, which matches the longest losing streak for the Blue Crew this season.

-It was also the first time Wilmington suffered a series sweep since May 29-31 when the Rocks were swept by
the Keys in a three-game series.

-In the first half, the Rocks lost three or more games in a row six times.

-The Blue Rocks have yet been below .500 at any point this half. (Have been at .500 mark four times.

NO LONGER ON TOP: With Tuesday’s loss to Lynchburg, the Blue Rocks found themselves looking up in
the Northern Division for the first time since July 16.

-The Blue Rocks held sole possession of first place in the Northern Division from July 18 through August 13, the
longest stretch for Wilmington this season.

-Wilmington has been hovering near the top ?pot of the five-team division for the majority of the second half and
have been either atop of the division or out of the top spot by 2 1/2 games or less since July 11.

‘O’ THERE IT IS: The Blue Crew were able to snap out of the longest scoreless drought of the season
Thursday night when Blake Perkins hit a one-out solo home run in the bottom of the sixth inning.

-The streak lasted 24.2 innings, the longest since 2012 when the Blue Rocks were held without a run in 28
consecutive innings.

-Wilminfton started the series off strong against the Hillcats with a run in the first inning of the series opener
on Tuesday, but were unable to sustain the scoring. .

-The previous watermark for longest scoreless drought of the season was 22 innings which was from August
5 through August 8.

HATE TO SEE JULY GO: The Blue Rocks continue to play some of their best baseball in the second half
with their performance in July being a vital reason for their recent success.

-Wilmington closed out the month of July with a 19-9 record which was the best record of any team in the
CL during the month.

-The Roc%(s as a team hit .277, the highest batting average of any month this season and also scored more
runs (155) then they did in any previous month.

WALK OR RUN THIS WAY: The Blue Rocks have led the Carolina League in walks for the majority
of the season and also lead the league in stolen bases.

-Wilmington has racked up 471 walks this season, tied with Potomac for the most in the league.

-The Rocks have swiped 155 bags through 121 games this year, which paces the league.

-The Blue Crew also have been stealing bases at a rapid clip in the second half and have stolen 78 bases
through 51 games of the second half.

-Wilmington has four different active players with double-digit stolen bases including D.J. Burt who is
the active team-leader and third in the CL with 28, Blake Perkins ranks fourth in the CL with 25 between
Potomac and Wilmington, Rudy Martin has 21 stolen bases on the year and Travis Jones has 14.

-The Blue Crew set a new, single-game, season-high with six stolen bases Saturday night at Myrtle Beach.
-Oliver Nunez stole three bases while Brewer Hicklen swiped two and Angelo Castellano stole one.

- It marked the seventh time this season Wilmington has stolen at least five bases in a game this season.

-Wilmington is the only team in the Carolina League to steal 20 or more bases in each month of the season.
(37 in April, 20 in May, 37 in June, 38 in July and have 22 in August)

-They also have an impressive 73% success rate stealing bases this season (155 out of 211).

CAN COUNT ON CANCEL: Infielder Gabriel Cancel has been a major run producer for the Blue
Rocks, especially in the second half.

-Cancel has driven in 50 runs over his last 57 games and has also put together 14 multi-RBI games during
the stretch and leads the team with 18 games driving in m111111t1if1>le runs.

-He currently is the team leader, second amongst Royals’ farmhands and has the most RBI amongst active
players in the Carolina League with 70.

-Cancel drove in 26 runs in 27 games in the month of July.

BURT PROVIDING THE HURT: Second-year Blue Rock D.J. Burt is not suffering from a sophomore
slump in the Carolina League and was named a Carolina League All-Star.

-He is third in the CL in on-base gercentage (.380), third in the Carolina League in stolen bases (28), and
tied for fifth in batting average (.294)

-He picked up a hit in 20 of 24 games in July to help him post a .330 batting average (3 1-for-94) with two
homers, 18 RBI and a .404 OBP.

-Tied for first on the team with 29 multi-hit games. (Had 20 all of last season)

-The 22-year-old has served as the Rocks’ utility man this season, making 33 starts at third base, 28 at second
base, 13 at shortstop and 11 in left field.

HAVING A MEIBRYS AT THE PLATE: Blue Rocks’ catcher Meibrys Viloria has been showcasing
his power over his last 10 games.

-Hitting .300 (12-for-40) during that stretch, Viloria has clubbed seven extra-base hits including five
doubles, a triple and home run.

-The 21-year-old is the lone member on the Wilmington roster who is also on the 40-man roster for the
Kansas City Royals.

-Righty Andres Sotillet makes his seventh start with the Blue Rocks and first
against Winston-Salem.

-He was signed by the Royals as a free agent on July 30, 2015.

-Coming off a winning effort in his last start at Myrtle Beach on August 11.
-He worked six innings, allowed four runs (all earned) scattered 10 hits,
walked three and struck out two.

-It was his second win with the Blue Rocks and first since July 19.

-The 21-year-old started the season with the Lexington Legends (Low-A/
South Atlantic League).

-Overall with the Legends, he posted a 6-5 record with a 3.93 ERA in 16 out-
ings including 13 starts with the Legends.

-He worked 89.1 innings, allowed 107 hits, 46R/39ER, walked 13 and struck
out 84 while opponents hit .296 against him.

-At the time of his promotion from Low-A, Sotillet led the Legends’ pitching
staff in innings pitched (89.1), strikeouts (84), second in starts (13), and tied
for fifth in games pitched (16).

-He enters tonight’s start tied for fourth among Royals’ farm hands with his 98
strikeouts.

-Spent last season between three different levels with the AZL Royals, Idaho
Falls Chukars and Burlington Royals.

-Went a composite 3-4 with a 6.67 ERA in 13 appearances with 12 being starts.
-Features a fastball, curveball and changeup.

-Fellow righty Alec Hansen makes his second start with the Dash this season
and first against the Blue Rocks.

-The 23-year-old was selected by the Chicago White Sox in the second round
of the 2016 Draft out of Oklahoma.

-Entered the season rated the fourth-best prospect in the White Sox system
and No. 50 in all of baseball according to MLBPipeline.com

-Making his way back from a forearm injury he’s been dealing with since
spring training.

-In his last start against Potomac on August 11, he did not factor in the decision.
-Threw two scoreless innings, allowed one hit, walked two and struck out
a batter.

-Started the season in Double-A Birmingham and went 0-4 with a 6.56 ERA
in nine starts.

-35.21P, 30H, 30R/26ER, 42BB, 35K, .238 BAA.

-Last season he led all of Minor League Baseball in strikeouts with 191 in
141.1 innings pitched.

Beach. The righty battled his way through six innings, allowed four runs (all earned) on 10 hits, walked
three and struck out two. It was his first victory since July 19 when he notched his first-career Advanced-
A win at Lynchburg.
