Last Game...The BlueClaws scored a franchsie-record 10 runs in the 7" inning to come back and beat Charleston 13-9 on Friday night at FirstEnergy Park...Jim
Murphy and Aaron Altherr each homered for Lakewood as part of the ™ inning rally and Geancarlo Mendez added two hits and two RBls...Lakewood took four out
of five games in the series.

Go Deep...Jim Murphy’s home run on Friday gave the BlueClaws the lead and put Murphy into sole possession of second place on the BlueClaws all-time home
runs list at 21 (14 in 2009, seven in 2011), one behind Juan Richardson...Murphy moved past Ryan Howard, who he tied with two home runs on Tuesday...He is
12-31 over his last eight games with five home runs and 14 RBIs.

Providing the Offensive Punch...The BlueClaws have scored 80 runs in their last 10 games and are hitting .296 (113-382) over that stretch...Jeremy Barnes is
13-40 and Geancarlo Mendez is 12-33...In that stretch, they have scored at least 10 runs in a game four times...The BlueClaws had hit three home runs over their
first 11 games but have hit 14 in their last 10 (five by Murphy)...Lakewood has already hit eight home runs at FirstEnergy Park (in 12 games), and by comparison
they hit 29 at home in 2010 and 22 in 2009.

Going for Three...With a win today, the BlueClaws would win their third straight game (first three-game win streak of the year) and get back to .500 for the first time
since starting the season 4-4.

The Last Two...Lakewood (2009-2010) and Savannah (1993-1994) are the last two SAL clubs to win back-to-back championships...Savannah did so as a
Cardinals affiliate... They have been a Mets affiliate since 2007 and before that were affiliated with Washington/Montreal (2003-2006).

A Record Night...While the line score said Lakewood had “0” runs in the seventh inning Friday, they plated 10, a franchise record...The previous record was eight,
last set in the first inning of Opening Day in 2010 at Asheville.

In the Lead, Again...The BlueClaws lead the South Atlantic League with a team ERA of just 3.42, 0.55 points better than second place Greensboro...Lakewood led
all of Minor League Baseball last year with a team ERA of 3.04...Lakewood’s bullpen has just a 3.18 ERA as a group.

Shut the Door...Lakewood is 8-0 when leading after seven innings and 7-0 when leading after eight innings.

Ten in a Row...Anthony Hewitt has hit safely in ten straight games (14-43 with five doubles and two triples), a career long hit streak...Hewitt celebrated his 22™
birthday on Wednesday...He is one of six Phillies first round picks to play for the BlueClaws (Floyd, Hamels, Golson, Drabek, Biddle).

High School to Lakewood...Garett Claypool (11" round pick in 2010, UCLA) and Eric Pettis (35" round pick in 2010, UC-Irvine) were high school teammates at El
Camino Real High School in West Hills, California, and on Thursday, they teamed up to throw seven shutout innings in the win...Claypool has allowed just four ER
in 18 innings this year (all in one outing) and Pettis has given up just 1 ER in 12.1 innings...El Camino Real HS won a state title and was ranked in the top 5 in the
country when Claypool and Pettis graduated in 2006.

Walk-Off This Way...The walk-off win for Lakewood was their second in the first four games of this homestand (and second of the season)...The BlueClaws had
14 last year including Game Three of the SAL Championship Series (Barnes RBI single)...Aaron Altherr won Monday night's game with a ninth inning RBI single.

Chasing Zeros...Chase Johnson, who led Williamsport with 15 saves last year, has not allowed an earned run in 12 innings thus far in 2011...He threw two
scoreless innings to earn the win on Monday against Charleston and one shutout on Thursday to earn the win...Johnson was a 21% round pick in 2009 out of South
Mountain CC (Arizona).
