Pawtucket Red Sox RHP Chandler Shepherd (4-4, 3.68) vs. Lehigh Valley IronPigs RHP Tom Eshelman (1-6, 7.54)  
 
Sunday Split – The Pawtucket Red Sox clash with the Lehigh Valley IronPigs (Philadelphia Phillies) on Sunday at 1:35 p.m. at Coca-
Cola Park in Allentown, Pennsylvania in the finale of their four-game weekend series. The PawSox, who have already locked up a 
winning road trip with a 4-2 mark so far, will aim to split the series with a win today. Sandwiched between a pair of 8-1 losses 
Thursday and Saturday, the PawSox won Friday’s matchup 2-1 thanks to a combined three-hitter by LHP Josh D. Smith, LHP 
Williams Jerez and RHP Ryan Brasier. RHP Chandler Shepherd, who has a 2.18 ERA in eight starts since the start of May, gets the 
ball in today’s finale.  
 
Series So Far – On Thursday, the PawSox failed to match their longest winning streak of the season as their 4-game streak came to an 
end at the hands of the IronPigs, 8-1, in the opener of this 4-game set. (The Sox had won 5 straight from May 27-31).  On both 
Thursday and again Saturday, Pawtucket also came up short in its attempts to reach the .500 level for the first time since May 11 
(when they were 16-16). Pawtucket comes into play tonight trailing the IronPigs (AAA-Philadelphia) by 6 games in the IL North.   
 
Turning the Tide – Pawtucket has won 5 of 7, 7 of 11, and 13 of its last 20 games since May 27.  The Sox have also won 5 of their 
last 7 on the road.  They are presently 13-7 in their last 20 games since May 27.  Before that, the Sox had lost 15 of their previous 19 
games from May 7-26.     
 
The Road Ahead – Pawtucket’s 7-game trip (4-2 thus far) ends today at Lehigh Valley. Pawtucket is off this coming Monday for its 
final scheduled off-day until the All-Star break (July 9-11).  The Sox will return to McCoy for a 7-game homestand in 6 nights (from 
June 19-24).  The homestand begins with a make-up doubleheader vs. Buffalo on Tuesday at 4:35 pm and, after that 4-game set vs. the 
Bisons (Tuesday – Thursday all at 6:15 pm), will conclude with a 3-game weekend set vs. the Syracuse Chiefs from June 22-24.  
Pawtucket is 17-16 at home this season compared to 15-17 on the road.  
  
Moving On Up – The PawSox had worked their way up from 6th (last) place on June 5 to sole possession of 3rd-place over a four-day 
span before Saturday’s loss (now in fourth place). Third place had been their highest point in the division standings since May 11 
when they were tied for 2nd-place.  
 
PawSox Chase the Pigs – Pawtucket trails front-running Lehigh Valley by 6 games due in large part to the fact the IronPigs have won 
9 of the first 13 meetings between the clubs this year.  Pawtucket is hitting just .206 in the 13 games vs. Lehigh Valley this season (81-
for-394) with 6 HR and only 27 runs scored total (2.1 runs/game).  They have been shut out once, held to 1 run in six games 
(including a 1-0 win on May 27), limited to 2 runs twice and 3 runs once, scored 4 runs twice, and 6 runs once (in a 6-1 win on May 
28).  PawSox pitchers are 4-9 with a 4.00 ERA vs. the IronPigs (48 ER in 108 IP).  The Pigs have out-scored the Sox by a 53-27 
margin in the season-series thus far. 
 
Trending – The PawSox (now at 32-34) have twice this week pulled to within one game of the .500 mark for the first times since May 
14 (17-18).  The Sox were a season-low 8-games below .500 on May 26 at 19-27.  It was their lowest point since they ended last year 
with a 67-75 record.  On May 6 the Sox had matched their season-high of 3-games over the .500 mark (15-12) from April 28 when 
they were 11-8.  Pawtucket was a season-worst -8½ GB of front-running Lehigh Valley on May 26 and had been in last-place in the IL 
North for much of the last week of May.  The Sox were -4½ GB on May 31 & June 3.  They are now alone in 4th place and 6 GB of 
the 1st-place IronPigs.

North Face - The PawSox played outside their division from May 29 – June 10 with games vs. IL South and IL West opponents.  This 
past Monday night they began a span of 32 straight games against IL North rivals from June 11 – July 15 (which is just after the All-
Star break).  Pawtucket is 18-24 vs. their IL North foes thus far.  They are 7-8 vs. the IL West and 7-2 vs. the IL South.   
 
Getting in Tune in June – The PawSox have begun June with an 8-7 mark.  They are hitting .260 (133-for-512) as they are at the 
midpoint of the month with a 3.50 ERA (51 ER in 131 IP).  Pawtucket, who finished 11-10 this April and 13-17 this May (hitting just 
.227 in May), had their best month of last season in June going 17-14.  They are scheduled to play 29 games in 30 days this June.   
 
2018 Season-Series vs. Lehigh Valley – The PawSox trail the season-series vs. the IronPigs by an 9-4 count (3-4 at McCoy but 1-5 at 
Lehigh Valley). The clubs split an abbreviated 2-game series in Pawtucket to begin the 2018 season.  Opening Night was snowed-out 
on April 6, the next (Opening) day Lehigh Valley was a 3-1 winner.  The Sox gained the split with a 4-3 victory in the series finale on 
April 8.  Lehigh Valley swept a 3-game series in Allentown, PA from May 7-9 in what, at the time, was a battle for 1st-place in the IL 
North.  The Pigs out-scored the Sox, 11-2 in the series.  The IronPigs won the first two games by identical 4-1 scores and then capped 
the sweep with a 3-0 victory in the finale on the morning of May 9.  The teams met for a 5-game series in Pawtucket towards the end 
of May (May 25-28)…Lehigh Valley won the first 3-games of that set by scores of 6-4, 6-3, and 6-2, to improve to 7-1 vs. the 
PawSox, but the Sox rebounded to win the final two games of the series, 1-0 behind William Cuevas and 6-1 with Chandler Shepherd 
the winner.  The Pigs won Thursday and Saturday in this four-game series with identical 8-1 scores, though the PawSox grabbed 
Friday’s game, 2-1.  These two teams will meet 17 times this season…10 in Pawtucket and 7 in Allentown.  However, after this series 
at Lehigh Valley (Pawtucket’s last visit to Allentown this season), the Sox and IronPigs will not meet again until the final full week of 
the 2018 season for a 3-game set from August 28-30.  
 
The 2017 Season-Series vs. Lehigh Valley – The PawSox finished 7-10 vs. the IronPigs last season (going just 2-7 in Pawtucket but 
5-3 in Allentown, PA).   
   
Recently vs. the IronPigs –The PawSox – who lost the season-series to the IronPigs last year by a 7-10 margin - had reversed their 
fortunes against Lehigh Valley the prior three years…the teams split the season-series in 2016 at 9-9 but Pawtucket won the season-
series over the IronPigs in both 2015 (10-8) and in 2014 (11-5) – that after going 5-11 vs. Lehigh Valley in 2013.   
 
Series Business – Pawtucket – down two games to one in this 4-game set at Lehigh Valley - has posted three 3-game sweeps this 
season along with a 2-game sweep.  They are 7-10-4 in their first 21 series of the season (7 wins, 10 losses, and 4 splits).  
 
A Hectic May - The PawSox finished an extremely busy May with a 13-17 record for the month.  The topsy-turvy travel month 
included four different homestands and four different roadtrips.  Pitchers posted a 3.60 ERA in May while batters hit .227 with 22 HR 
and 97 runs in 30 May games (for an average of 3.2 runs per game).  The Sox played 30 games in 31 days in May with just one 
scheduled off-day (May 17) during the entire month.   
  
April Comes up a Winner – The PawSox posted a winning April for the 6th time in the last 8 years as they finished the month with an 
11-10 record and in 2nd-place in the IL North (-2 GB of front-running Syracuse at the time).  Pawtucket has had just one losing month 
of April since 2010 and that came last year (10-12).  The Sox hit .233 in April with 16 HR in 21 games while pitchers were 11-10 with 
a 3.51 ERA along with a league-leading 230 strikeouts in 190 innings. 
 
One and Done – The PawSox are 13-6 in 1-run games this season (.684) – the best winning pct. in 1-run affairs in the league.   
 
Throwing Strikes – Pawtucket pitchers are 2nd in the International League with 606 strikeouts.  Durham leads with 655 SO.  Sox 
hurlers have posted strikeout games of 20 (April 9), 18 (April 20), 15 (three times), 14 (twice), 13, 12 (four times), 11 (three times), 
and 10 (11 times) this season. 
 
Walk This Way – PawSox batters were last in the league in team batting for most of May and into June, but they are now 13th out of 
14 with their .237 average. The Sox are 4th in the IL with 224 walks. 
 
Defensive – Last year the PawSox led the International League with a .987 fielding pct. while making a league-low 64 errors on the 
season (both new franchise-records).  This season the Sox are last in the league with a .977 fielding pct. (54 errors in 2299 total 
chances) as their 54 errors are the most in the IL.  Pawtucket had made just 1 error in a 6-game span (June 8-13) before making 2 
errors on Thursday night. 
 
Working Overtime – Pawtucket (5-1) and Buffalo (5-4) have an IL-high five extra inning victories this season.  Pawtucket has played 
five overtime games at home (winning 4 of those 5 extra inning games at McCoy).  However, the Sox have not been involved in an 
extra inning game since May 14 (a 6-5, 10-inning win vs. Buffalo).  
 
 
 



Blanketed – The PawSox have been shut out a league-high 8 times this season.  Last year it took until Game #133 on August 26 
before the Sox were shutout for the 8th time (3-0 vs. Lehigh Valley).  Pawtucket was blanked 9 times total in 2017.  They went 18-9 in 
shuout games last year.  They are 4-8 in shutout games thus far in 2018.  The Sox have not been blanked since May 20 (3-0 at 
Rochester). 
 
A Look Back Before We Go Forth – Pawtucket finished 67-75 last year and in 4th-place in the IL North for the second straight season.  
They dropped to a season-low 9-games under .500 on August 26 at 62-71.  On July 18, 2017 the PawSox were a season-best 6-games 
over .500 at 50-44.  Pawtucket finished 34-36 in games played at McCoy Stadium last season.  Thus they finished with just their 
second losing season at McCoy in the last 8 years.  The Sox went 33-39 on the road.  
 
 
 
BOSTON RED SOX DEVELOPMENT SYSTEM –  
 
Portland (25-41) – The Portland Sea Dogs (AA) defeated the Bowie Baysox, 4-0, on Saturday night on the road thanks to seven 
shutout innings from starting left-handed pitcher Kyle Hart. The former Indiana Hoosier lowered his ERA to 2.51, which is now tied 
for the top spot in the Eastern League.  
Salem (31-36) – The Salem Red Sox (A) fell to the Lynchburg Hillcats, 4-1, on Saturday. Roldani Baldwin supplied an RBI double in 
the ninth for Salem’s only offense. Bryan Mata takes the ball Sunday in the first-half finale opposite Lynchburg southpaw Tanner 
Tully.  
 
Greenville (24-44) – The Greenville Drive (A) fell to the Charleston RiverDogs, 10-4, on Saturday night, as Charleston scored six 
runs over the final two innings. Lorenzo Cedrola went 4-for-4 with 3 RBI atop the Drive lineup.   
 
Lowell (0-2) – The Lowell Spinners (Short-Season A) fell to the Connecticut Tigers, 10-3, on Saturday in their second game of the 
season. 2017 second-round pick Cole Brannen went 1-for-4 with a single and a run scored atop the Lowell lineup.

PAWSOX PLAYER MOVES – None today. The PawSox are at the roster limit with 25 active players (rehabbing reliever Tyler 
Thornburg does not count against the active roster). 
 
Infielder Tzu-Wei Lin became the first player promoted from Pawtucket to Boston this season (not including rehabbing players) on 
April 10 before returning on May 8.  Marcus Walden was #2 following his quick recall on April 12 and then another recall on May 2 
(but he is now back with the PawSox).  Bobby Poyner became the third call-up on May 4 – he later returned to Pawtucket, went back 
to Boston (May 15), back again with the PawSox, to Boston (June 2), and now returned to Pawtucket.  1B/OF Sam Travis became the 
fourth call-up on June 2 (now back with the PawSox), RHP Brandon Workman was next on June 5, LHP Jalen Beeks followed on 
June 6 (but has since returned to Pawtucket).  RHP Justin Haley became the 7th different call-up to Boston on June 8. 
The PawSox have employed 9 different Red Sox players on a rehab assignment already this season…LHP Drew Pomeranz (back in 
Boston), RHP Steven Wright (twice but back in Boston), LHP Bobby Poyner (optioned to Pawtucket, recalled again to Boston, and 
now back with the PawSox), INF Xander Bogaerts (returned to Boston), RHP Tyler Thornburg (three times), INF/OF Brock Holt 
(back with Boston), 2B Dustin Pedroia (back with the Red Sox), RHP Austin Maddox (returned to Boston but remains on Red Sox 
DL), and RHP Hector Velazquez (returned to Boston). 
 
It was another busy player movement year in 2017.  The PawSox were involved in 221 player transactions during the 2017 season. 
Pawtucket employed 55 different players last season (28 pitchers & 27 position players).  They had 18 different players promoted to 
Boston during the 2017 season (not including rehabbing players).
